	High Quality Teaching is central to our ethos at Furzefield Primary School.  All children are given the best possible opportunities for learning in whole class and group situations through differentiation (work that is matched to the children’s abilities with the appropriate amount of challenge).  There is a strong emphasis on Assessment for Learning.  Every class has one Teaching Assistant for the majority of the day to support group work, and we encourage the use of many teaching strategies, such as paired work, to cater for all our children’s needs.  Child Initiated Learning is also a key factor throughout the school with children developing their learning through their own interests and independence.  Staff have received EASEL and Makaton training. We also have teaching assistants that are trained in Precision Teaching and ELKLAN speech and language. 

Early Years Provision includes:  Phonics and number inputs in ability groups, detailed observations of pupils by teachers and support staff.
Key Stage One Provision includes:  Support Staff deployed appropriately in lessons to support differentiation, and specific areas such as phonics and guided reading groups.
Key Stage Two Provision includes:  All lessons differentiated, Maths sets in each year, differentiated spellings and maths skills groups, Maths and English differentiated Accuracy lessons, Guided Reading, Handwriting.

	Some children require short-term, specific, accelerated learning sessions. The support is provided by the teacher or teaching assistant and is detailed on the child’s Individual Support Plan. Where appropriate, outside agencies are involved in providing advice and recommending targets.

	Throughout the school, children who require a higher level of support, as detailed in their Individual Support Plans or Education Health and Care Plans, may access a range of appropriate, additional provisions, often delivered by external professionals. Precision Teaching may be used to deliver the provision.
