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English  

We will be focussing on non-fiction writing this 

term, which will be linked to our residential to Say-

ers Croft.   

We will be covering Non-chorological reports, diary writing, in-

structions and recounts. 

Writing will include: 

Risk and benefits of our trip, writing a risk assessment. 

Writing instructions for our trip and writing recounts and diaries to 

reflect our trip.  

 

Our English lessons will be cross curriculum with computing  and 

geography. 

  

How you can help at home: 

Read a variety of texts together regularly. 

Support your child with Reading Eggs and Homework. 

Be an audience for your child’s talking about risks and benefits. . 

Maths  

We will be focussing on these areas of learning this 

term: place value, sequences, addition and subtrac-

tion, multiplication and division, shape and space, fractions and 

word problems. 

The children are in groups for Maths and there is an exciting ap-

proach to learning.  Please speak to your child’s group teacher if 

you have any specific questions about the learning in their group. 

How you can help at home:  

Regular work on times tables. 

Support your child with Mathletics and Homework. 

Science  

Sound  

The children will be identifying how sounds are made, recognising 

that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear. 

Finding patterns between pitch of a sound and features of the 

object that it produced it. 
Animals including Humans 

Identify the different types of teeth  and the simple functions of 

the digestive system.    

How you can help at home:  

Identify sound spots, focussing on vibration 

and pitch.   

Computing  

We will revisit issues of e-safety at regular occasions.   

We will be learning how to produce a presentation using PowerPoint.  Creating a leaflet using 

Microsoft Word.  

How you can help at home: Discuss e-safety.    

 

Topic learning 

This term the children will be learning about the Ancient Greeks.  We will be learning 

about Greek Gods, what they Greeks did for us, the battle of Marathon and the Olym-

pics. 

How you can help at home: 

Look at a variety of books regarding Ancient Greece.  

 

Music  

We will be following the Surrey Arts scheme of work, singing songs and play-

ing the recorder.    

How you can help at home:  

Ask your child which songs they have been learning.  

 

RE   

We will be learning about Christianity. In particular why praying is 

important. We will also learn about the Easter story.  

How you can help at home:  

Discuss with your child the main events of Easter.  

PE  

PE topics are on a rotation because of the swimming lessons offered in Year 4. 

The main topics are: football, dodgeball and dance.   

How you can help at home:  

Ensure that your child has the appropriate kit in school.
