Progression in Music

Music at Furzefield Primary School

/Music ignites all areas of children’s development. It helps body and mind work together. Exposing\
children to music during early development helps them to learn sounds and meanings of words.
Dancing to music helps children build motor skills while allowing them to explore self expression.

Music helps to strengthen memory skills. There is strong evidence to suggest that musical experiences
in childhood can accelerate brain development particularly in the areas of language acquisition and
reading skills. Learning to play an instrument can also improve mathematical learning. Academic
achievement is, of course, not the only benefit of music education. In addition to the developmental

Music in the nursery
Pupils in the nursery have the opportunity to explore musical instruments in child-initiated learning time and in
adult led activities. They regularly sing songs and explore rhythms to help them with all areas of learning. They
take part in musical performances for their parents and carers at Harvest time and Christmas.
Objectives:
Remember and sing entire songs.
Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another person (‘pitch match’).
Sing the melodic shape (moving melody, such as up and down, down and up) of familiar songs.
Create their own songs or improvise a song around one they know.
Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas.
